Hi Bob.

I have some information on Billy Gallant. His real name is Billy Galanti, from Brooklyn New York. His first record was as the Roulettes "I See A Star" /"Come On Baby" on Champ records #102. He also recorded as Billy & Patios "Love Is A Story" /"You Name It" on Lite. Billy wrote all the songs. He also recorded on the Goldisc label- "Thinking Hoping Wishing"/ "If You'd Only Be My Love". I got to see them sing around 1963 at the Hotel Taft in N.Y.C. at a show centered around Chubby Checker put together by Slim Rose of Time Square Records. Admission was $2.00 if you mentioned Times Square Records at the door.

Some of the groups I remember being there were The Devotions, The Chordells, The Laddins, Donnie & DelChords (who were from my own neighborhood, Canarsie in Brooklyn), and an early Jay & Americans. Billy's group sang their newest record "Love Is A Story" & then sang "I See A Star" mentioning they recorded this song as the Roulettes. The group was white/hispanic. Right after the show I ran down to Time Square Records (which was packed from the kids at the show plus his usual customers)

I bought both of Billy's records. They were $1.00 each. "I See A Star" is a really nice doo-wop ballad. "Love Is A Story"  has a nice falsetto in it. "I See A Star " is pretty much available now, & "Love Is A Story" has been put out as a reproduction. It took me some time to locate the Goldisc record. I hope this helps. Lou.
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
